HOW TO FIND US – LE JARDIN DU CURE

From Toulouse Airport
On leaving Toulouse Airport you will find yourself on the motorway system that surrounds Toulouse. 
Follow the signs for Albi (the blue ones that indicate motorways) and you will eventually find yourself at a toll. (The fee is 1.20 euros and it takes credit cards). Stay on this road (A68) until you reach junction 7 signposted Graulhet. Leave the Motorway here and head for Graulhet. Stay on this road for about 20 kms until you reach Graulhet.
As you enter the town limits you will have Leclerc and Intermarche, two of the supermarkets on your left. (Should you need to do a food shop before you arrive at the gite, their opening hours are from 9.00.am until 7.00pm Monday to Saturday, without closing at lunchtime). 
At the next roundabout take the second exit which is the bypass (signposted Castres and Realmont). Stay on the bypass, going straight on at the traffic lights. You will pass the fire station on your right. At the Roundabout follow the sign for Realmont (not Castres). After 2 kms you will arrive at some traffic lights where you will need to turn left into the small hamlet of La Ventenaye. Take the first turning on the right and about 40 metres on the Right there is a green gate. You have arrived.
From Albi


Leave Albi on the N112 signposted Castres. After about 20 kms You will pass through a pretty little town called Realmont. As you leave the town limits you come to a turning right to Graulhet. Take this turn and stay on the road until you reach the outskirts of Graulhet. You will arrive at some traffic lights. Turn right here into the hamlet of La Ventenaye. Take the first turning right and about 40 metres on the right there is a Green Gate. You have arrived.
From Castres

Leave Castres on the N112 signposted Albi. Stay on this road until you reach the outskirts of Realmont. Just as you reach Realmont there is a turning left signposted Graulhet. Follow this road until you reach the outskirts of Graulhet. You will arrive at some traffic lights, turn right into the hamlet of La Ventenaye. Take the first turning on the right and about 40 metres on the right there is a green gate. You have arrived.
